INTRO:  Shock and Awe
TRANS:  In Exodus 5 – 13, there was an even more evil tyrant and more powerful attack on him.

OT:  
Moses approaches Pharaoh for freedom to worship from slavery (can’t worship enslaved)


Pharaoh says “no” and turns up heat (Satan turns up temptation when God calls)


People angry with Moses (circumstances of life often get more difficult when following)


Moses questions God…God responds with His covenant (its all about the gospel!)


Moses goes to Pharaoh one more time…God starts His war campaign: Signs & Wonders
1. Nile turned to blood along with all other sources of water which caused all marine life to die and all of Egypt to stink, 

2. Frogs came up from the Nile and swarmed the people everywhere including their food, 

3. Gnats - Aaron struck the dust of the ground and it became gnats covering people and animals, 

4. Flies - swarms of flies covered and ruined the land of Egypt, 

5. Livestock Death - all of the livestock of Egypt died, 

6. Boils - Moses threw dust in the air which became boils breaking out on all people and animals, 

7. Hail - heavy hail with thunder and fire rained down upon Egypt killing everything left outside, 

8. Locusts - a swarm of locusts filled Egypt making it dark and ate all remaining food crops, 

9. Darkness - pitch darkness fell over the land of Egypt for three days so that no one could see each other or go anywhere, 

10. Firstborn Death - and lastly the death of the firstborn.
