TRANS:  In this passage, Jacob had to hang on for his very life.


Did you read Gen 25 – 35?  Experience emotions?  

Jacob Wrestles: womb, birth, brother, marriage, wives, father-in-law, God

OT: 
Jacob Wrestled with a man all night long.  
All of his life, Jacob is a liar and a deceiver.  But he always deceives for one thing…

In his weakness, he clings to victory.

(Genesis 32:22-29)
(Genesis 32:30-32)

LIKE JACOB, HANG ON TO GOD’S PROMISE!  (Genesis 32:22-32)
NT: 
Christ wrestled with Satan, Jews, Father (Hung onto God’s promise of His Kingdom), Cross – His death was a seeming loss which ended in His victory!  
LIFE:  Like Jacob and Like Jesus, we too must not let go!
