My thought is that marriage is primarily about Christ and only secondarily about the relationship between husband and wife.  This is true because God created marriage to be a picture of the relationship between Christ and His bride, the Church.  

If this is true there could be huge implications.  

Marriage Is A Testimony:  the way that we treat each other in marriage is a testimony to the world.  We are portraying the Christ/Church relationship in marriage.  This could have far reaching implications in very specific aspects of our marriage, and dating relationships.  
The Picture of Adultery:  If marriage is a testimony or picture to the world of the Christ/Church relationship, then what does adultery portray.   Let’s take adultery in the case of the wife.  If she commits adultery against her husband, then she is saying that there is someone more desirable to her than him.  She truly gives herself to another while turning away from her husband.  If the Church does this against Christ we have another name for it:  Idolatry.  Therefore, it seems in a sense that adultery is a picture of idolatry.  We are imaging in our marriages the most grievous sin of turning away from Christ in order to prize something else.  There are interesting questions surrounding this:  What does it portray for a man to commit adultery against his wife?  Could this imagery be the reason that adultery deserved capital punishment in the Old Covenant?  What about pre-marital sex?  What does that portray?  
The Pre-Marriage Picture: because of my current situation (being single) I even wonder if the passions and longings that we feel prior to marriage are also a picture.  It seems that scripturally Christ and His bride are not fully united right now.  It seems that right now we are in more of a betrothal period, and we are waiting for the day that Christ and the Church will be fully united in marriage.  If that is so, aren’t our premarital desires to be joined with our spouse also a portrait of the longing that exists not only in the Church but in Christ Himself for the final perfect union?  In longing to be with my wife, I am imaging the deeper longing that exists in the Church to be with Christ face to face, and I am also imaging the longing that Christ Himself has to be with His Church.  

Everyday Picture:  this has implications for specific daily aspects of marriage.  What does it mean for husbands to love their wives as Christ loved the Church and gave Himself up for her?  Many men are content to say that it means that they love their wife so much that they would be willing to die for her.  This seems deficient to me.  It seems more likely that we as men should be striving to find ways to give ourselves up for our wives daily (not just being willing to make the ultimate sacrifice).  If we are willing to give ourselves away everyday for our wives, then there is no question that we would die for her if necessary.  But it is possible I believe for a man to be genuinely willing to die for his wife and yet be negligent towards her in everyday life.  The first scenario seems more like the love of Christ than the second.

Pursuing the Bride:  Similar to the last point but more specific is the concept of pursuing.  In modern day relationships the concept of pursuing is not role specific.  It is just as common for a woman to pursue a man as for a man to pursue a woman.  But if the marriage relationship is a picture of the greater reality, we must at least question whether role specific pursuing is important in this picture.  Theologically, we must realize that it is Christ who pursues the Church, not the other way around.  Some will say that Christ first pursues the Church, and then the Church pursues Christ.  However, it seems that the more Biblical perspective is that Christ continually pursues the Church (beginning with His Crucifixion), and the Church merely responds to His pursuit.  Christ never stops wooing the Church.  He continually causes Her to fall in love with Him over and over again.  And it is precisely at the Cross where He continually wins Her over (Him giving Himself up for Her).  What implications could this have for the marriage picture?  The husband should never stop wooing and pursuing his bride.  He should never become complacent or comfortable.  He is to always pursue her heart.  And the way that he does this pursuing and wooing is by giving himself away.  He sacrifices himself for her sake.  
Intimacy:  If marriage is a picture of the Christ/Church relationship, and if Christ and His bride are not fully united yet (still betrothed), then it seems that the intimacy that takes place in marriage is in some ways imaging what is to come rather than what is taking place in the here and now.  Particularly, we must ask the question, “How does sex picture the relationship between Christ and the Church?”  First, it is imaging an intimacy that will take place between Christ and the Church at His return.  The one flesh union will take place when the Groom King comes to be with His Betrothed forever.  Also, as C.J. Mahaney has said, when a husband and wife enjoy the intimacy of sex there becomes a blur of giving and receiving.   Giving becomes receiving, and receiving becomes giving.
