Grace:  Read and focus on John 1:14-16 (especially verse 16)

What would your reaction be if someone kidnapped your brother or your sister, beat them, and killed them.  Then later on asked you to forgive you because they now know what they did wrong?  What would your reaction be if they told you that they had been completely forgiven by God?

What would you do if that guilty person went before a judge in court, and the judge said that he would forgive the murderer and let them off free?  What is the difference between that and what God is doing?  

Let’s be very honest here.  God’s forgiveness (grace) isn’t saying “What you did is okay now.”  Rather, God’s forgiveness is saying that what you did has been judged, has been punished, has been paid, and the wrath of God has been poured out for that sin…on Christ!

Do you understand that it takes more grace and more forgiveness by God to forgive us for the countless sins we’ve committed against Him…than it would for us to forgive and love a murder?

What did you think about the “Amazing Grace” song writer?  Wow!

What can teenagers do today to remember better the grace of God for our sin?

What can teenagers do today to encourage others to understand the grace of God for sin?

What can teenagers do today to live out the grace of God for sin?

Truth:  Read and focus on John 1:14 and 14:6 (two passages linking truth to Christ).

The truth will hurt.  There’s no way around it.  But the pain is only for a short while, and it will bring more comfort than what was experienced before the pain started!  Are we people of truth?  What is truth?

Truth first and foremost isn’t a what or a fact.  Truth is personal: Jesus Christ (John 14:6).

Truth is what is real reality in this world.  Salvation and sin are real.  Eternity is waiting.

What must we do with truth?

We must defend all biblical truth even though it may cause temporary pain.

We must accept the wisdom of the existence of absolute truth.

We must reject the foolishness of: truth is whatever you make it, whatever is true for you.

We must be people who speak and stand for truth, and not lie in any circumstance.

We must be people who aren’t afraid to hold others to the truth…in love and grace.

Who do you need to be more truthful with?

What biblical truths do you need to stand up more for?

Might you be tempted later to fall into the lie of the non-existence of truth?
