How could someone say they believe and say that they are a Christian, and not be engaged in worship?  It just doesn’t make sense.  (Nick, Walker, and Jeffery)

Well that is true, but it is a very narrow view of worship.  We really do use this word poorly.  Its not used poorly when we talk about singing, but when we don’t use it for anything else!

Muslims and their view of religion.

I appeal to you therefore, brothers, [1] 

Paul is making an appeal.  Every word of Paul is important in Scripture because it is coming from the Holy Spirit, but Paul says He needs them to especially listen up even more.  

by the mercies of God, 

This could either go with the statement before or after.  I’m not really sure!  Paul is either saying that he’s appealing to them only through the mercies that God has given him, or that they are to present their bodies as a living sacrifice.  We don’t know, and really it doesn’t matter.  Both of them are true!
to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, 

This is what worship includes!  We are to present our bodies as a living sacrifice.  I believe that we are made in two parts: body and spirit.  We often think of worship as done with our spirits/souls.  But it is just as important to worship God with our bodies.  In fact, I think the greatest evidence of our soul-worship is having a good body-worship.  This word living sacrifice is such an oxymoron and made no sense until after Christ.  All through the OT, people were sacrificing animals as acts of worship to God.  They were dying sacrifices.  Jesus offered Himself up as a living sacrifice.  Just as the OT Israelite offered their sacrificial animals to the priest, we are presenting our bodies to Christ…daily…as a living sacrifice.  Here, inspect me.  Use me.  Let me see myself as giving myself up, and a reflection of the gospel – the greatest sacrifice.  

Sexually.  What you look at.  What you hear.  Where you go.  Laziness.  What goes in to your body.  Cutting.  
Serving.  What you look at .  What you hear.  Where you go.  Purity.

holy and acceptable to God, 

We are to present ourselves to God as holy.  Our bodies are to be holy which means set apart.  We don’t treat our bodies as the same as how the world treats them.  We know our bodies better than they know theirs.  We know that what we do with our bodies is either an act of worship or act of rebellion against God.  Holiness is acceptable to God!  

which is your spiritual worship. [2] 2 

Isn’t this interesting…worship with your body is spiritual worship.  It goes hand in hand.  
Do not be conformed to this world, [3] 

Don’t do what this world does with their bodies.  The use and abuse their bodies.  They are totally out for self-pleasure.  They want their bodies to feel good.  They are involved in hedonism – pleasure wins.  

but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, 

Transformed literally means being changed totally, completely, throughout!  How can I be changed?  How can I be different?  How can I stop doing what I don’t want to do?  How can I start doing what I want to do?  It is through God’s Word!  First, it is through preaching and teaching in your church.  Secondly, it is through personal, daily meditation.

that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, 


Everyone wants to know what God’s will is for their lives!
what is good and acceptable and perfect. [4]

God’s will is good.


God’s will is acceptable – or pleasing to God.


God’s will is perfect – it is exactly what God wants.

That’s the goal for our college ministry.  We want God’s will for your lives.  But we know that the only way to God’s will is through worship and the Word.  We worship on Wednesday nights.  We study and discuss the Word on Sunday mornings.  We offer our bodies as living sacrifices on both…and in different mission opportunities through the year.
