Title:  SURRENDERED: Covenant of the Kingdom (lordship, relinquish, abandon)
Text: 2 Samuel 7 – 10

Intro:
Chris “You Just Gotta Have Faith”, First Priority Speaker, Repeating prayers


Rich person who started from nothing… (David starting as a shepherd boy)


Someone who offered me something that I already had… (David offering God…)

Need:
Do you get the gospel?  Do you understand it?  Are you truly saved?  What does it mean to be saved?  What does it take to be saved?  Who is truly saved?

Truth:
God graciously included David in His eternal covenant.

OT:
David offered to build God a house (7:1 – 3)


Kings would build a palace for themselves and a temple to please gods



David seems to have his heart in the right place


God told David that He does not need a house from him (7:4 – 7)



Who do you think you are that YOU should build ME a house?



If I needed a house, I would have built it a long time ago!



I am self-sufficient (aseity).  I provide for myself.



God doesn’t need us.  He loves us.  But God is not dependent on us.



How do you know if you think God needs you?  Spiritual and sinful.



(great leader, singer, witnesser, friend, worshipper, example) do sins…



God does NOT need us, He’s enough in Himself.


God told David where he came from (7:8 – 9)



You were a lowly shepherd boy…following sheep! And I made you prince



David was so lowly that his dad didn’t get him for Samuel.

If Billy Graham (TD Jakes, Joel Osteen, Benny Hinn) comes over and your dad doesn’t bring you in…you’re a loser!

God made David great.

Jesus started out humble as well.  He was born in a barn to a poor unmarried couple on welfare.  Where were you born?
We are the same.  We have nothing to offer God.  Our righteousness is as filthy rags.  We are poor in spirit (Matt 5).  This is probably hurting many of you because I’m telling you that you’re a nothing while your sweet loving momma has told you that you’re a somebody, but its not true!

This is the beauty of the gospel.  We have nothing, God has everything, and He offers it all to us.

God cut off all of David’s enemies.

God is saying…do you remember Goliath?  

God has conquered all of our enemies through Christ.  Enemies are Satan, demons, the world, sin, and death.

This is the HOPE of salvation.


God told David that He will make his name great. (7:9)
MOTIVATION


Poor little forgotten shepherd David (RUNT), now famous everywhere.



Every kid who’s heard of the Bible knows David and Goliath, King David



God starts to make a covenant with David: like Adam, Abraham, Moses



Funneling downward of making covenant from Adam to David.



God is including David.  David can’t believe it!  God includes us too!



The covenants end with Jesus!



This is not God making our name great, but making Jesus’ name great.  



Acts 4:12 – One name under heaven.  



Romans 10:9 – Confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord

Philippians 2:9-11 9 Therefore God has highly exalted him and bestowed on him the name that is above every name,  10 so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth,  11 and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

THE POINT of the salvation-covenant is for Jesus’ name to be great…not yours!  Your main motivation for getting saved is that you want Jesus’ name to be made great through your life…not to use Jesus for your future.
So this is not just asking God into your heart. 

This is about RELINQUISHING all of your rights to Jesus and screaming out to Him because you are drowning in sin, sorry, and death.  

We are only about God as much as we are about Jesus.  God wants us to be focused on His son for salvation and from our salvation.

God told David that His plan has been to give a land and safety to His people (7:10-11)

God is promising David a land that will be all theirs.  Where they won’t need to fight any more.  

This is much like God’s covenant with Adam…God creates Adam, tells him to rule, and gives him the earth to have dominion over.
God is promising us REST.

This is the hope of a Christian.  This life is full of fighting!

Inner sin, effects of Satan, false religions, atheists, our flesh, temptations of the world.  We will rest.  God is promising David rest.


God told David that He (God) will build a house for him (David) (7:11-12)



God promises David a house, David doesn’t need to build one for God.



You don’t need to come and give me a room in my own house!

God promises David a son with an established Kingdom.  Kingdom Dynasty!

Challenge:
Relinquish your life to King Jesus to be included in His eternal covenant!


God told David that He would love His Son forever (7:13-15)


Establishing a family’s ruling dynasty is huge during this time.



This is a great promise to David!  We don’t think about our future fams



Listen to what God says…I will be a Father to Him.  He will be Son to me



He could be talking about Solomon, and is.  But mostly about Jesus!



Jesus is called the Son of David 16 times in the NT!

David doesn’t want his sons to get away with sin.  Solomon was disciplined for his sin…we will learn in.

Jesus was disciplined with the rod of men and the stripes of the sons of men for our sin!  Jesus never committed sin, but He became a liar, a thief, a cheat, a fornicator, a gossip, a hater, a murderer, etc.  God disciplined Jesus, but He never stopped loving Him.  God took out all of His anger on His own Son.  Why didn’t He just do this with Satan?  Its because that would never pay for our past, present, or future sin.  
Being saved isn’t just admitting that Jesus died for you.  But its having an understanding of the cross to where you see that you deserved that death and anger of God poured out on you because you feel the weight and guilt of your sin.  I should have been on that cross!  You know you understand the cross and death of Christ if you desire to live a life of repentance.  That is true salvation.  If you relinquish all your sinful desires and live for Jesus.


God told David that his Kingdom and throne would last forever.  (7:16)



I wonder what this sounded like to David.  Forever! 



This wasn’t next decade, century, or millennia.  This was eternity!



David’s royal family line would NEVER end.  That seems impossible.



Remember, this is mostly talking about Jesus.  



In order for someone to rule forever, they would have to live forever.



This is talking about Jesus’ resurrection.  

The resurrection of Jesus is probably talked about the least when people present the plan of salvation.

Paul says we must believe that God raised Jesus on the third day in order to be saved (Romans 10:9-10, 1 Cor 15:3-4)

Just saying that you believe Jesus raised from the dead isn’t the point.  The point is to BELIEVE it in such a way that you understand Jesus really conquered sin and death so that they have no power over Him.
It is us saying, Jesus overcame sin and death, and we want that same resurrection power through Christ.  

The Christian life isn’t just about not doing the don’ts and keeping on being forgiven and using God until eternity.  But it is doing the do’s and living through the power of Jesus’ resurrection to conquer sin and Satan in your life.  

Through His resurrection, Jesus is made eternal King and Lord.  

There are many of you in here that claim to be Christians, but Jesus is no more King over your life than the King of Scotland is.  Don’t know His name!

Not only do you call yourself a Christian, and try to convince people that you’re a real Christian, but you have deceived yourself into thinking that you are one.  I want you to review over your life.  You haven’t really followed Jesus…at all!  He’s not your King.  “Christian” means little Christ.  You haven’t been a little Christ who is serving the big Christ!

Some of you have never been saved and you’ve never considered yourself a Christian because you’ve always thought its cheesy and lame.  But after hearing the real salvation story tonight…God the Holy Spirit is calling you, drawing you, and steering you toward believing in Jesus.  

Salvation is not just “asking God into your heart”

Salvation is not just “having faith”

Salvation is not just “saying a prayer”

Salvation is not just “believing in a God as a higher power”

Salvation is not just “going to church”

Salvation is not just “living a moral life”

Salvation is not just “knowing Jesus died and raised from the dead”

Salvation is RELINQUISHING everything you have to the Risen King!
