Title:  “RADICAL: Serving in the Kingdom”
Text: 2 Samuel 19 – 24

Intro:
a story about special forces, marines, green berets, army rangers, etc.

Need:
Tonight is all about how we need to be radically loyal servants of Jesus.  In 2 Samuel 23 we see one of the last stories of David where he had special forces agents (called his mighty men) who served him in a really incredible way to show him their loyalty as their king.  But first we need to just back up and recap what has happened.


2 Samuel 7 – David Covenant, Like our Salvation


2 Samuel 11-12 – David’s Sin and Repentance, Our need to live life of repentance




     David’s Sin just about ruined his kingdom…


2 Samuel 23 – After we’re saved and living a life of repentance, we must serve!
True:  True servants are radically devoted to their king.
Challenge:  Radically serve King Jesus all the way to your death.
OT:
David had mighty men like his military special forces who were like X-Men, GI Joes, or Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles


Jo hurled a spear and killed 800 trained soldiers in one battle by himself.


Zar fought and defeated Philistines by himself to the point of his hand got stuck


Sham defended the Israelite garden of lentils and killed many Philistines.


David and Mighty Men hiding in a cave while Philistines encamped Bethlehem


David whispered something about water from Bethlehem


All water tastes different – like SWEET TEA


David might be thinking back to his childhood


3 Mighty Men suit up, strap on swords, and head to Bethlehem without David knowing


They broke into the camp, fought the Philistines, drew water, and returned


David poured it out


King Jesus has radically served us!


Have you ever had someone loyal to you no matter what?


He brought us water of life, and poured out His own blood in sacrifice


Mark 10:45, Philippians 2:8


Paul radically served Jesus with his life


2 Corinthians 11


Peter radically served Jesus till his death

Challenge:  Radically serve King Jesus all the way to your death.
Are we willing to serve Jesus?  Public embarrassment?  Shame?  Physical harm?  Dreams?  Money and resources?  Our own families?  To our own deaths?  
Serve Jesus all the way until your death.  There are two ways to look at this.  Both are true.  One – serve Jesus even if it means it kills you!  Two – serve Jesus all the way until your old and die.  Think about what Romans 10:9 means.  Christians in the Roman society were speaking a death wish when they said, “Jesus is my Lord.”  That was considered anarchy against the Roman emperor, and it was deserving of death.  That is exactly what we are doing as well.  Jesus is my Lord means that I will serve Jesus no matter what may happen to me because of it!

When you are willing to die for Christ, then you are truly willing to live for Him.

Do you see Jesus as your beloved King of the universe?  Is this all really real?
