An introduction of jealousy

Truth:  Jealousy is a prideful and hateful sin driven by Satan that always leads to deeper sin if not repented of.
OT:
David and Saul came back from battle into a victory parade-celebration

Saul became very jealous of David because David took his kingship, battle victory, son, daughter, people, and ultimately his kingdom.  Saul, its not YOUR kingdom.
Saul was driven by jealousy.  

Jealousy and Envy are different.  Let’s get this right.

There are two kinds of jealousy.  Resentment and Fear of Unfaithfulness.


God is a JEALOUS God!

Saul was driven by an evil spirit for jealousy.
Satan is not only the author of jealousy, but he’s also the king of jealousy. 

Creation, garden, jealousy, conspiracy, take-over, take-back, jealousy. NO scream

Satan was jealous of Jesus with through Pharaoh with Moses, through Saul with David, and through Herod with Jesus.

Unrepented jealousy can lead someone to severe hatred and eventually murder.

When someone is jealous of us (and they will be), spare their life like David did.

Saul went to the witch of endor.

Jealousy can drive us into much more evil types of sin.  

WITCHCRAFT

Saul ultimately killed himself

Jealousy is so full of pride that it can lead us to suicide.  It can drive us crazy!

NT:
Satan is the author of jealousy.  He resents and hates Jesus.  

We are often so jealous when people come in and take our friends, take our girlfriend or boyfriend, when they have a better life than us, when they have more stuff than us, when they have more talent than us (athletically, musically, academically, socially, etc.)  when they just look so ridiculously happy!  Go into DETAIL of why we get jealous of people’s stuff, talents, popularity, happiness – because we think it will finally make us happy!  Take a step back and say, they aren’t MY people, that’s not MY stuff, that is not MY family, this is not MY life.  You will only have as much happiness and joy…as much as your happiness and joy are in Christ!
ESV James 3:16 For where jealousy and selfish ambition exist, there will be disorder and every vile practice.

What about jealous girlfriends or boyfriends?  How to have an exclusive relationship…

Story:
I struggled with jealousy a long time with my brother in law and my dad.

Why do we get jealous?  We get jealous because jealousy is sin, and we are sinners.  We get jealous because Satan is the author of jealousy and he constantly tempts us with jealousy.  Our jealousy plays out in resenting people who have what we want, but that comes from Satan who hates and resents Jesus because Jesus has what he wants – glory.  So when we want popularity, relationships, glory, fame, talent, etc…it is ultimately because we are jealous of Jesus.  Through our sin, we want what He has rather than giving Him all that we have.  
Challenge: Because our jealousy is ultimately directed at Jesus, we must take a step back and see that everything we want and have ultimately belong to Jesus.
Isn’t that weird?  We get jealous of our King whom we owe everything.  Here’s how to overcome it.  See yourself as a servant.  See yourself as a giver.  See Jesus as the glorious one
