What’s the difference in wisdom and intelligence?  Knowing stuff?  Smartness?

OT: 1 Kings 1- 2

They tried to warm David with a beautiful young woman.  But he stayed pure!


Adonijah sets himself up as king.  Satan does this all the time!  He wants kingship


Bible is an awesome story! Didn’t invite some.  Bathsheba/Nathan go to David


David makes Solomon king as promised.  Solomon spares Adonijah’s life

David encourages Solomon to be strong and faithful to God in his reign.


Adonijah’s hilarious request of Solomon.  Solomon kills him for it!

Solomon’s kingdom was established with great strength.


Solomon’s kingdom is characterized with peace and rest.  David’s – war/battle


David is a picture of Jesus’ life and death, Solomon – Jesus’ eternal reign


1 Kings 1 – 4 is a look at Solomon’s personhood.  The Person of Christ

1 Kings 3:3 – 10


Solomon had a real/true heart for God.  He was faithful to God.  


God promised to give Solomon whatever he asked for.


What would you say?  What do you pray for most?  What would I say?  Pray for?

Solomon asked for wisdom for a real reason.  God’s grace!

TRUTH:  Wisdom is living LIFE in God’s Way by God’s Truth.

1 Kings 3:10 – 14


God gave him wisdom and everything else because he was wise enough to use it.


Sometimes God doesn’t give us things for a reason…for our own good.


The purpose of wisdom is the glory of God through our lives.

1 Kings 3:15


Solomon woke up, returned to Jerusalem, and started making sacrifices.


This is the very first thing Solomon did with his new wisdom.

1 Kings 3:16 – 22

Story of two prostitutes and Solomon’s wisdom


This is much like the “two robots in a room” riddle


The dilemma was one of human life, of family, and of sonship

1 Kings 3:23-28


The purpose of godly wisdom is God’s glory.


The purpose of godly wisdom is the quality of human life.


The purpose of godly wisdom is the quality of family.

The purpose of godly wisdom is His Son! (Prov 1, 4: 7, 14:12, 28:26, Prov 30, 1 Cor 1, 2 Tim 3:15, Jn 14:6)

CHALLENGE:  Don’t be stupid, but grow in wisdom to live your life for Christ!
Proverbs speak of a way of life. Proverbs speak of a truth. Proverbs speak of a life.

Wisdom is living God’s way of life by His truth.

Proverbs speak of a personality of wisdom.  It’s a who not a what.

Solomon is not the wisest king in Scripture or ever lived….Jesus is!

Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life.

We are to have the mind of Christ

God’s wisdom and will is mostly found in God’s Word.  Put it together!

Difference in godly wisdom from His Word and things we have to figure out.

Wisdom and prayer

Don’t just be knowledgable.  That is scary!  Be wise.  Don’t be just a hearer, but a doer!

Questions to ask when going through a difficult decision?

1. God will you give me wisdom? (John 14:6)

2. What does the Scriptures say?

3. How can I glorify Jesus most with my life and in the life of others with this?

4. How will this affect my life, my future, and the life and future of others?

5. God, will you show me what to do?
