Need:
The most important house in the world…God’s House…how that its still around today…and where it is…and what it has to do with your life.

OT:

TRUTH:  The OT Temple was where God dwelled, His Son was represented, and His Spirit filled.

The Temple is a HUGE DEAL.  The people would come to the temple.  Priests would offer sacrifices for them.  Priests would go to God for them.  They would see the visible presence of God in the middle of their land.  They would worship and prayer at and toward the temple.  Solomon is saying: this is the land God has given us, He has called us to be His people, He has covenanted to be our God, and we will build Him a permanent temple for us and our children to worship Him throughout all generations!  So because this is a huge deal today…what does this have to do with us if this building was destroyed in A.D. 70…almost 2000 years ago?
NT:
John 2:18-22 The Temple completely pointed forward to Jesus who is the dwelling of God (in Him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell – Col 1:19), fulfillment of the entire temple, and where the Spirit fills.  Where Jesus is, God dwells.  Where Jesus is…is the worship center of God.  Where Jesus is…is the filling of the Holy Spirit.  

1 Corinthians 12:12-13, 27  We are now the body of Christ because He has poured out His Spirit onto us (Acts 2:33), the church.  So now we are the temple!  We are the dwelling place of God.  We are the filling of the Holy Spirit.  And we represent Christ by His power!

The church building is not God’s house!  Jesus’ body is.  We are as the church.  Even our individual bodies are members and temples in a way.

Life:
Some of you think church is so boring.  Others of you have been hurt by the church.  Others of you like the church, but not as much as you like other stuff.  Just like Solomon had an identity and work, and Jesus has an identity and work, so does the church.  The church is the group of people who follow Christ and worship Him together every week through discipleship, fellowship, ministry, evangelism, and prayer.  

The church seems smaller than life at times, but its biblically larger than life!

The crucifixion may have seemed smaller than life, but it was larger than life!

Some of you have been a part of a church all your life…
Some of you have started being a part of a church over the last few years…

Some of you are about to be put in a situation where you’ll find your own church..

Some of you are in a time of transition right now with your family and looking…

Some of you belong to another church but you are here tonight…

Some of you just float from church to church all the time…

Some of you are really just trying out church for the first time in your life or a long time…

CHALLENGE:  Enjoy the Temple.  
Solomon’s failure…


He’s not the final King.  He’s not the Christ

How this points to our failures

We serve a man who has never sinned, who has never failed, who is fully God, and who is fully deserving of our worship.  Let’s enjoy Him through worship!
