Title: Walk the Line:  Understanding God’s Big Storyline in the Bible

Intro: “Have you ever felt like God has completely forgotten you?  I felt like God had forgotten about me, and everything I worked so hard for was actually for nothing.”   From seminary to HHBC to Capshaw.  (from birth to now?)
Israel also felt like God had forgotten them…but it was actually the other way around.  They were the ones who had forgotten God.
Is God only seem good for you when He’s convenient for your life?

2 years ago, I taught Luke 24 as my very first message here at Capshaw.  

We started this ONE series because what else is there to know?  We want God’s Word!

God had us study last week about the IMPORTANCE of His Word.

Now this week He has us studying the STORYLINE of His Word.

We love books with good storylines…  Books that have a secret revealed near the end.

Some of you are caught up in other storylines, and not the storyline of Christ.  

Some of you are caught up in the storyline of money and materialism.

Some of you are caught up in the storyline of sports, competitions, and fame.

Some of you are caught up in the storyline of education and career.

Some of you are caught up in the storyline of friendships, relationships, and hanging out.

Some of you are caught up in the storyline of the moment, entertainment, and fun.

OT:
Chronicles retells from 2 Samuel to 2 Kings.  It is all a reminder of who they were since they were exiled.  Think about it, they were just all captured and exiled (dispersed) to enemy lands.  It’s a reminder for us on who we are, who God is, and what Jesus has done.

Most people look at the Bible as all about:
ASK YOUR NEIGHBOR – What do you think the Bible is all about?
1.  Facts, Truths, and Rules (not 66 different books teaching a different topic)





   (not two different testaments telling to different stories)

2. God

3. You

4. Christ – This is the way Chronicles looks at it.  A storyline of the gospel – person and work of Jesus.

Truth: The Bible is God's big story about Jesus Christ.

 
The Bible is a story, and we must read it as a story.  It is a true story that reveals Jesus

Creation – 1 Chronicles

We need to see this big story because if we don’t, all we’ll think about is little morals

God isn’t just calling us to be little moral people…but He’s calling us to be Christians

We preach through the Bible because we want you to know the Bible!

We read these passages in messages because God speaks through His Word

We do this every Wednesday night because we want you to understand the storyline.

Don’t just pick a chapter and read it every night.  Understand the storyline.  Read with us

We want you to see God’s Big Storyline because we want you to see where you fit into it.


You don’t just pick up a novel and read a random chapter, page or sentence!

But God’s big storyline isn’t about you…its about Christ.

LUKE 24
