SCRIPTURE NOTES TO 1 CHRONICLES 16

The Ark Placed in a Tent

16:1 And they brought in the ark of God and set it inside the tent that David had pitched for it, and they offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before God. 2 And when David had finished offering the burnt offerings and the peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name of the Lord 3 and distributed to all Israel, both men and women, to each a loaf of bread, a portion of meat, [20] and a cake of raisins.

David as the King of God’s people is very involved in this whole process.  David makes sacrifices on behalf of all the people, he blessed them (prayed for them), and he fed them.  David is a King that reflects Christ who is truly the one at work, he intercedes, and who feeds.  This is a whole nation event led by their king.  This is huge!  

This is somewhat like being thankful when your saved as Christ is coming into your life.
4 Then he appointed some of the Levites as ministers before the ark of the Lord, to invoke, to thank, and to praise the Lord, the God of Israel. 5 Asaph was the chief, and second to him were Zechariah, Jeiel, Shemiramoth, Jehiel, Mattithiah, Eliab, Benaiah, Obed-edom, and Jeiel, who were to play harps and lyres; Asaph was to sound the cymbals, 6 and Benaiah and Jahaziel the priests were to blow trumpets regularly before the ark of the covenant of God. 7 Then on that day David first appointed that thanksgiving be sung to the Lord by Asaph and his brothers.
This is amazing!  How big is thankfulness towards God?!  Well, one of the guys that God calls to be the King over His people and calls to write Scripture (David knows a thing or two) literally sets up Levitical Priests (sounds more important) to “ministers to the ark” specifically to thank God for His presence and His promises.  Then David the king pronounces that God would be worshipped by singing thanks to Him!  Have you ever thought about how HUGE giving thanks to God really is?  It is huge in the OT.  It is huge in the NT.  Its huge for God.  Its huge for Kings.  Its huge for you!

David's Song of Thanks

8 Oh give thanks to the Lord; call upon his name;
make known his deeds among the peoples!
9 Sing to him; sing praises to him;
tell of all his wondrous works!
10 Glory in his holy name;
let the hearts of those who seek the Lord rejoice!
11 Seek the Lord and his strength;
seek his presence continually!
12 Remember the wondrous works that he has done,
his miracles and the judgments he uttered,
13 O offspring of Israel his servant,
sons of Jacob, his chosen ones!

14 He is the Lord our God;
his judgments are in all the earth.
15 Remember his covenant forever,
the word that he commanded, for a thousand generations,
16 the covenant that he made with Abraham,
his sworn promise to Isaac,
17 which he confirmed as a statute to Jacob,
as an everlasting covenant to Israel,
18 saying, “To you I will give the land of Canaan,
as your portion for an inheritance.”

19 When you were few in number,
and of little account, and sojourners in it,
20 wandering from nation to nation,
from one kingdom to another people,
21 he allowed no one to oppress them;
he rebuked kings on their account,
22 saying, “Touch not my anointed ones,
do my prophets no harm!”

23 Sing to the Lord, all the earth!
Tell of his salvation from day to day.
24 Declare his glory among the nations,
his marvelous works among all the peoples!
25 For great is the Lord, and greatly to be praised,
and he is to be held in awe above all gods.
26 For all the gods of the peoples are idols,
but the Lord made the heavens.
27 Splendor and majesty are before him;
strength and joy are in his place.

28 Ascribe to the Lord, O clans of the peoples,
ascribe to the Lord glory and strength!
29 Ascribe to the Lord the glory due his name;
bring an offering and come before him!
Worship the Lord in the splendor of holiness; [21]
30 tremble before him, all the earth;
yes, the world is established; it shall never be moved.
31 Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth rejoice,
and let them say among the nations, “The Lord reigns!”
32 Let the sea roar, and all that fills it;
let the field exult, and everything in it!
33 Then shall the trees of the forest sing for joy
before the Lord, for he comes to judge the earth.
34 Oh give thanks to the Lord, for he is good;
for his steadfast love endures forever!

35 Say also:

“Save us, O God of our salvation,
and gather and deliver us from among the nations,
that we may give thanks to your holy name,
and glory in your praise.
36 Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel,
from everlasting to everlasting!”

Then all the people said, “Amen!” and praised the Lord.
Worship Before the Ark

37 So David left Asaph and his brothers there before the ark of the covenant of the Lord to minister regularly before the ark as each day required, 38 and also Obed-edom and his [22] sixty-eight brothers, while Obed-edom, the son of Jeduthun, and Hosah were to be gatekeepers. 39 And he left Zadok the priest and his brothers the priests before the tabernacle of the Lord in the high place that was at Gibeon 40 to offer burnt offerings to the Lord on the altar of burnt offering regularly morning and evening, to do all that is written in the Law of the Lord that he commanded Israel. 41 With them were Heman and Jeduthun and the rest of those chosen and expressly named to give thanks to the Lord, for his steadfast love endures forever. 42 Heman and Jeduthun had trumpets and cymbals for the music and instruments for sacred song. The sons of Jeduthun were appointed to the gate.

43 Then all the people departed each to his house, and David went home to bless his household.

This is more like giving thanks as you’re continually being saved because God’s steadfast love endures forever in your life.  You have struggled with being thankful.  People that have nothing struggle with being thankful because they don’t feel like God loves them enough to give them anything.  People that have everything they need struggle with being thankful because they become self-sufficient and they trust in their stuff over God.  But no matter what situation you are in…be thankful for everything.  Most of all, be thankful for God’s steadfast (it never changes, it is constant, it is faithful) and enduring (it is patient) love that lasts forever (it is eternal).  That’s what we want most.  Faithful, patient, eternal love!

CHIP’S FAVORITE SCRIPTURES ON THANKFULNESS
Jesus gave thanks.  John 11:41-42 - 42I knew that you always hear me, but I said this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me.”
41So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, “Father, I thank you that you have heard me.

Churches as a body should be giving thanks.  1 Cor. 10:16 - 16Is not the cup of thanksgiving for which we give thanks a participation in the blood of Christ? And is not the bread that we break a participation in the body of Christ? 17Because there is one loaf, we, who are many, are one body, for we all partake of the one loaf.

Thankfulness is a direct act of Worship.  Hebrews 12:28 - 28Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and so worship God acceptably with reverence and awe, 29for our “God is a consuming fire.”

Thankfulness is and will be Eternal.  Revelation 11:16-17 - 16And the twenty-four elders, who were seated on their thrones before God, fell on their faces and worshiped God, 17saying:“We give thanks to you, Lord God Almighty, the One who is and who was, because you have taken your great power and have begun to reign.

The purpose of our thanksgiving.  Romans 7:25 - 25Thanks be to God—through Jesus Christ our Lord!

Our victorious salvation has come through Christ.  1 Cor 15:57 - But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

All of our blessings to be thankful for are made possible in Christ.  Ephesians 1:3 - 3Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. 

We are to give thanks in the name of Christ.  Ephesians 5:19-20 19Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, 20always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

We are giving thanks as we do and say all in the name of Christ. Colossians 3:1517And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him.

Thankfulness is a large part of living in Christ. Colossians 2:7 - 6So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, 7rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

Thanks for our new life of righteousness in Christ. Romans 6:17 - 17But thanks be to God that, though you used to be slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed the form of teaching to which you were entrusted. 18You have been set free from sin and have become slaves to righteousness.

We must be involved in Thanking God together as a church body through the Lord’s supper!  1 Cor. 10:16 -   16Is not the cup of thanksgiving for which we give thanks a participation in the blood of Christ? And is not the bread that we break a participation in the body of Christ? 17Because there is one loaf, we, who are many, are one body, for we all partake of the one loaf.

We thank God for using us for the glory of Christ!  2 Corinthians 2:14 14But thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumphal procession in Christ and through us spreads everywhere the fragrance of the knowledge of him. 

Our thanksgiving causes others to glorify God.  2 Corinthians 4:13-15 - £13It is written: “I believed; therefore I have spoken.” With that same spirit of faith we also believe and therefore speak, 15All this is for your benefit, so that the grace that is reaching more and more people may cause thanksgiving to overflow to the glory of God.
14because we know that the one who raised the Lord Jesus from the dead will also raise us with Jesus and present us with you in his presence. 
Thanksgiving is what should fill our mouths rather than sinful speech.  Ephesians 5:4 - 4Nor should there be obscenity, foolish talk or coarse joking, which are out of place, but rather thanksgiving.  (Thanksgiving is the opposite)

When we worry, we are to still bring thanksgivings to God!  Philippians 4:6 - 6Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.

Thankfulness is a large part of living in Christ. Colossians 2:7 - 6So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, 7rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness.

Thank God because its all about what He’s done for us through Christ! 2 Thessalonians 2:13 - 1413But we ought always to thank God for you, brothers loved by the Lord, because from the beginning God chose you£ to be saved through the sanctifying work of the Spirit and through belief in the truth. 14He called you to this through our gospel, that you might share in the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.
