Go back to Nehemiah and read violent part.  This first sermon should be on how to be attractive in a godly way and how to pick a godly mate.  Think about movies today like twilight…eternal love.  Think about dating relationships in CBSM.  Think about PDA and giving wisdom (bus on ski trip).  Think about not just who to date but when to date.  How to be attractive.  Who to attract.  And who to be attractive to.  This is really taking us back to the book of Ezra.
The King's Banquets

1:1 Now in the days of Ahasuerus, the Ahasuerus who reigned from India to Ethiopia over 127 provinces, 2 in those days when King Ahasuerus sat on his royal throne in Susa, the capital, [1] 3 in the third year of his reign he gave a feast for all his officials and servants. The army of Persia and Media and the nobles and governors of the provinces were before him, 4 while he showed the riches of his royal glory and the splendor and pomp of his greatness for many days, 180 days. 5 And when these days were completed, the king gave for all the people present in Susa, the citadel, both great and small, a feast lasting for seven days in the court of the garden of the king's palace. 6 There were white cotton curtains and violet hangings fastened with cords of fine linen and purple to silver rods [2] and marble pillars, and also couches of gold and silver on a mosaic pavement of porphyry, marble, mother-of-pearl and precious stones. 7 Drinks were served in golden vessels, vessels of different kinds, and the royal wine was lavished according to the bounty of the king. 8 And drinking was according to this edict: “There is no compulsion.” For the king had given orders to all the staff of his palace to do as each man desired. 9 Queen Vashti also gave a feast for the women in the palace that belonged to King Ahasuerus.
This is basically saying that King A has all kinds of authority everywhere!  Susa was the same area where Nehemiah was.  It should be the capital city of Babylon which is being ruled by Persia at the time.  He has been king for 3 years.  This feast was for all of his officials and servants…basically his entire political office and party.  It was a 180 day feast just to show all of what he had accomplished and amassed from his rule.  It would be like President Obama doing a 180 day congressional supper in the White House to show off what he’s been able to do his first 3 years of office.  After the 180 days for all of his political party, he then gave a 7 day feast for all of those in his capital city…like Washington DC.  This is for all people…both poor and rich.  They absolutely decked out the place…no expense was spared.  He let them drink as much of his wine as they wanted.  As well, the queen gave a feast for all the women in a palace.  So the dudes are having their turkey leg and sweet tea feast outside on the grounds while the ladies are having their grilled chicken and smoothies inside the palace.  Have you noticed how differently the guys and girls eat?  What they eat different.  How they eat different.  What and how they drink different.
Queen Vashti's Refusal

10 On the seventh day, when the heart of the king was merry with wine, he commanded Mehuman, Biztha, Harbona, Bigtha and Abagtha, Zethar and Carkas, the seven eunuchs who served in the presence of King Ahasuerus, 11 to bring Queen Vashti before the king with her royal crown, [3] in order to show the peoples and the princes her beauty, for she was lovely to look at. 12 But Queen Vashti refused to come at the king's command delivered by the eunuchs. At this the king became enraged, and his anger burned within him.
On the 7th day of the capital city-wide feast…the King was drunk.  He said, “Boys, yall go get the queen…I want to show her off to my boys so they can see how hot she is.”  The boys went to go get her, but because her smoothies didn’t intoxicate her like the king was, she refused to come and be some statue to stare at.  So the King got royally ticked off.  
13 Then the king said to the wise men who knew the times (for this was the king's procedure toward all who were versed in law and judgment, 14 the men next to him being Carshena, Shethar, Admatha, Tarshish, Meres, Marsena, and Memucan, the seven princes of Persia and Media, who saw the king's face, and sat first in the kingdom): 15 “According to the law, what is to be done to Queen Vashti, because she has not performed the command of King Ahasuerus delivered by the eunuchs?” 16 Then Memucan said in the presence of the king and the officials, “Not only against the king has Queen Vashti done wrong, but also against all the officials and all the peoples who are in all the provinces of King Ahasuerus. 17 For the queen's behavior will be made known to all women, causing them to look at their husbands with contempt, since they will say, ‘King Ahasuerus commanded Queen Vashti to be brought before him, and she did not come.’ 18 This very day the noble women of Persia and Media who have heard of the queen's behavior will say the same to all the king's officials, and there will be contempt and wrath in plenty. 19 If it please the king, let a royal order go out from him, and let it be written among the laws of the Persians and the Medes so that it may not be repealed, that Vashti is never again to come before King Ahasuerus. And let the king give her royal position to another who is better than she. 20 So when the decree made by the king is proclaimed throughout all his kingdom, for it is vast, all women will give honor to their husbands, high and low alike.” 21 This advice pleased the king and the princes, and the king did as Memucan proposed. 22 He sent letters to all the royal provinces, to every province in its own script and to every people in its own language, that every man be master in his own household and speak according to the language of his people.
Basically they just made a law saying that Queen Vashti will be fired and will no longer be Queen because she disobeyed the King.  After all, if she stood up to the King and would not submit to him, then she is setting an example for all the other women in the kingdom to not submit to their husbands.  They deeply believe in male headship…obviously.  So they fired the Queen, set an example, and now they’re looking for a new queen who will submit and obey the King’s requests.  
Esther Chosen Queen

2:1 After these things, when the anger of King Ahasuerus had abated, he remembered Vashti and what she had done and what had been decreed against her. 2 Then the king's young men who attended him said, “Let beautiful young virgins be sought out for the king. 3 And let the king appoint officers in all the provinces of his kingdom to gather all the beautiful young virgins to the harem in Susa the capital, under custody of Hegai, the king's eunuch, who is in charge of the women. Let their cosmetics be given them. 4 And let the young woman who pleases the king be queen instead of Vashti.” This pleased the king, and he did so.

So the King sobers up and he’s not as ticked any more.  It almost sounds like he sobered up and remembered what he had done when he was drunk…and freaked out because he let his boys talk him into it.  So his boys around him said, “King, we’re going to get you the hottest virgin out there to be your new Queen.  In fact, we’re going to go into all of the 127 provinces you’re over from Ethiopia to India, and find you the hottest virgin there is…who will actually submit to you.  Since that’s what every guy is looking for…a hot girl who will listen…and who hasn’t already been with dudes before.  So they go out, find the girls, bring them back to the King’s wing man “Hegai”…he was eunuch.  He was a eunuch guarding the women…so he wouldn’t want them.  The perfect wing man!  So the King is getting more in the plan since he’s thinking a new queen, a new wife, a younger version of Vashti, and the hottest chick in the land.  
5 Now there was a Jew in Susa the citadel whose name was Mordecai, the son of Jair, son of Shimei, son of Kish, a Benjaminite, 6 who had been carried away from Jerusalem among the captives carried away with Jeconiah king of Judah, whom Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had carried away. 7 He was bringing up Hadassah, that is Esther, the daughter of his uncle, for she had neither father nor mother. The young woman had a beautiful figure and was lovely to look at, and when her father and her mother died, Mordecai took her as his own daughter. 8 So when the king's order and his edict were proclaimed, and when many young women were gathered in Susa the citadel in custody of Hegai, Esther also was taken into the king's palace and put in custody of Hegai, who had charge of the women. 9 And the young woman pleased him and won his favor. And he quickly provided her with her cosmetics and her portion of food, and with seven chosen young women from the king's palace, and advanced her and her young women to the best place in the harem. 10 Esther had not made known her people or kindred, for Mordecai had commanded her not to make it known. 11 And every day Mordecai walked in front of the court of the harem to learn how Esther was and what was happening to her.

Mordecai was a Jew who had been captured and exiled in Babylon by Nebuchadnezzar.  He was raising his cousin, Hadassah (Esther) because her father and mother had died someway/somehow.  Esther was gorgeous!  Esther was found and taken into Susa with the rest of the girls for the King to see.  Somehow Esther quickly caught the eye and won the favor of Hegai (King’s wing man).  So Hegai hooked her up with makeup, the best of foods (healthy and plentiful probably), gave her 7 makeup artists, gave her wardrobe specialists, and manner professionals to aid her.  Then he gave her the top spot in the herem, and probably the best room to stay in.  They probably changed her name to Esther so that she didn’t sound like an enslaved Jew.  She did not reveal her heritage.  And Mordecai went and checked on her every day.  
12 Now when the turn came for each young woman to go in to King Ahasuerus, after being twelve months under the regulations for the women, since this was the regular period of their beautifying, six months with oil of myrrh and six months with spices and ointments for women— 13 when the young woman went in to the king in this way, she was given whatever she desired to take with her from the harem to the king's palace. 14 In the evening she would go in, and in the morning she would return to the second harem in custody of Shaashgaz, the king's eunuch, who was in charge of the concubines. She would not go in to the king again, unless the king delighted in her and she was summoned by name.

After 12 months of the girls getting prepared…  This is a ridiculous beauty competition.  What would be some stats for girls being prepared for Miss America today?  They beautified the women for 6 months with oil and myrrh (skin treatment)?  And 6 months with spices and ointments (no cheap fragrance…but it stuck).  The girls could take in whatever she wanted with her.  This is totally like the Bachelor.  She would go for a date with him in the evening, and then she would go back to another one of the King’s wing-men who would hold all of those who had already gone through.  The women would not go back to the king again unless she really caught his attention and wanted them back.  

15 When the turn came for Esther the daughter of Abihail the uncle of Mordecai, who had taken her as his own daughter, to go in to the king, she asked for nothing except what Hegai the king's eunuch, who had charge of the women, advised. Now Esther was winning favor in the eyes of all who saw her. 16 And when Esther was taken to King Ahasuerus, into his royal palace, in the tenth month, which is the month of Tebeth, in the seventh year of his reign, 17 the king loved Esther more than all the women, and she won grace and favor in his sight more than all the virgins, so that he set the royal crown [4] on her head and made her queen instead of Vashti. 18 Then the king gave a great feast for all his officials and servants; it was Esther's feast. He also granted a remission of taxes to the provinces and gave gifts with royal generosity.

When it was Esther’s turn, she didn’t take anything with her except what Hegai advised her to take.  She was submissive, teachable, and wise.  It looks like King A had already been with 10 months worth of women…a date every night for 10 months to figure out who she is going to be.  It was love at first sight.  He saw her.  She won his favor, his grace, and his heart.  He put the royal crown of the Queen on her head.  He immediately made her queen instead of Vashti.  Then the king threw another party for all his political party like the 180 day feast…but this one was for Esther.  He was so excited, that he even said…no more taxes for a while to the 127 provinces…and he gave them all gifts.  This is totally multiple stimulous packages.  He found his bride.  He found his queen.  He’s on cloud nine.  He’s just giving stuff away!
