We are looking forward to a LIFE-CHANGING CBSM Beach Trip!  The dates again are Monday, May 31 – Saturday, June 5.   Everything you need to complete our Beach Trip process is below.  Please read it ASAP.  What we’ll be doing on the beach trip is very simple: the mornings are mission projects, the afternoons are chilling at the beach and in the pool, and the evenings are worship services.  All food while at the beach will be provided.  As always, if you have any additional questions, feel free to ask away.
 
Final Payments: Our final payment of $175 was actually due LAST Sunday, May 16.  So please get your final payments into Pastor Chip or Vic Robertson as soon as you possibly can.  Make checks out to Capshaw Baptist, and put CBSM Beach Camp in the memo line.
 
Medical Forms: Medical Forms (that are good for all CBSM events and activites through 2010) are attached to this email.  Notice you must have it recognized by a Notary Public. 
 
What time we will leave:  We will meet at the church by 8am on Monday, May 31.  Please be here on time...before 8am!  We will meet to answer questions for students and parents prior to leaving.  If you have any questions before then, please email Vic Robertson (vic.robertson@gmail.com). We plan to arrive in Gulf Shores by 4pm that afternoon.  On Saturday, June 5 we will leave Gulf Shores around 10am and return home around 6pm.  We will be staying at the "Gulf Shores Beach Retreat" [1054 West Beach Boulevard
Gulf Shores, AL 36542 (251) 948-8800].
 
Luggage allowed:  Your student will be allowed only one major piece of luggage, one sleeping bag, one pillow (carry-on), and one carry-on bag (able to be held while on van).
 
What to bring/not to bring:  Students are encouraged to bring clothes for mission projects (light work possibly including painting…bring tennis shoes for this!) every morning, pool and beach in the afternoons, and worship services in the evenings.  Make sure that all clothes are appropriate and modest.  Shorts should come down to fingertips with arms fully extended down sides.  You may also want to bring sunglasses and a hat for the mission projects and the beach.  

Modest one-piece bathing suits or tankinies (that meet in the middle….meaning no gap between top and bottom) are acceptable.  Modest bikini may be worn with dark t-shirt on.  Make sure to bring a beach towel and sunscreen!  

Bring all your toiletries including soap, shampoo, and bath towels.  You will need to bring a sleeping bag and pillow as we’re sleeping on bare bunk-bed mattresses.  Bring your Bible, a notebook for keeping notes, and a pen.  

You may bring your iPod, cell phone, or any other electronics (iPads, mp3 players, laptops, DVD players, etc.) for the trip down and back...with the understanding that they will be taken up and unusable while we are at the beach for the week.  Only for emergencies and acts of unusual grace on my part may a student use their cell phone. :)

If you need to bring medicine, bring it in a personal zip-lock bag with your name and cell-phone number on it.  Also, you must bring a signed note from a parent saying that you will need this medicine this week, how much, and how often.  All medicine will be distributed by small group leaders and not kept by students.

Every student should bring at least a 12 pack of drinks and a 12 pack of snacks (little debbie's, box of chips, etc.) for a communal snack sharing.
 
How much money?  You won’t need any additional money except for a meal going up and coming down (2 total travel meals), and any snacks or souvenirs you might want.
