Need:
Where’s the place that you feel the most love, accepted, who are the people you have the most fun with?  Where would you love to live for like 3 years?  What’s the coolest most fun house you’ve ever been to that you’d love to live?  
Sons of Korah – We all come to God’s house through grace.  None deserve it.

The Psalmist loves the dwelling place of God.  His heart and flesh sing for joy.

Wow!  Where is this place?  How do I get there?  The temple, Jesus, the church.

The sparrow – worthless (dime a dozen)

The swallow – restless (needs a home)

Blessed are those who dwell in your house ever singing your praise.

Worship Christ in the church to BELONG. (Psalm 84:1-4)
The church is for everyone.  The church is to belong in.

Get saved.  Get baptized.  Join the church!  Stay in the church.  

Worship Christ in the church with PASSION. (Psalm 84:5-7)

Where do you find your strength?   This isn’t so much energy.  But spiritual strength!

Sermons strengthen you to live for Christ.  Worship.  Friendships.  Challenge.

Don’t look for cheap strength.

Go through whatever it takes to get to the house of God.  Go through trials.  Go through the desert.  This could be either physically, emotionally, spiritually.

This is a worshipful prayer to God.  Our worship isn’t just singing…it is prayer!

God is our protection.  

One day in the courts of God’s house is better than 3 years any where else!

I would rather be a humble servant in God’s church than belong to the wicked house where they have everything they could possibly sinfully want.

Why?  Because our God is a sun and shield.  God gives us favor and honor.

Blessed/Happy is the one who trusts in you.

Worship Christ in the church in FAITH (Psalm 84:8-12)
Don’t look at the church for what you see, but look at the church for what God sees!

Tonight, I’m going to challenge you to make the church an absolute priority in your….in so much as Jesus is the priority in your life.  

You only love Christ as much as you love the church (bride and body).
