Psalm 119 fun facts
Longest Psalm and longest chapter in the Bible
176 verses.  Every verse specifically refers to Word except for just a few.
There are 22 sections, each one started by a different letter of the alphabet.  Not only does each letter of the alphabet start each section, but also each verse in each section starts off with that letter.  God is a poet and an artist for all yall artsy-fartsies

Psalm 119 talks about God’s Word using several different words: law, word, rulings or ordinances, testimonies, commandments, decrees or statutes, precepts or charges, sayings or promise.

Story:  Guy almost burned at the stake (George Wishart)

119:1  [1] Blessed are those whose way is blameless, who walk in the law of the Lord! 2 Blessed are those who keep his testimonies, who seek him with their whole heart, 3 who also do no wrong, but walk in his ways! 
	
“Blessed” in Scripture most literally means to be HAPPY or to have the FAVOR of God’s blessing upon you.  We know that this is first and foremost speaking of Jesus since He is the only one with a truly blameless walk.  He is the only one with FULL JOY (John 15:9-12), and the only one with God’s FAVOR fully on Him.  Because God’s favor is on Jesus, so it is on us through Jesus.  

So through Christ, we can walk in the law of the Lord, and that is the life that will truly make us happy.  Everyone is looking for happy.  It is the goal of absolutely every one to be happy.  Isn’t that crazy?  People’s goals aren’t to be rich, to be loved, to be famous, to be popular, etc.  Rather, those are all different ways of accomplishing our one goal…to just be straight up HAPPY.  So God (who created the world, who created us, and the God of happiness) is revealing the secret of happiness.  And you won’t believe what it is.  OBEY MY BOOK!  We cringe at that and think…there’s absolutely no way!  For real?  This is what’s going to make me happy?  No, this is going to bore me, right?  This is going to hold me back?  Rather, God knows that living out His Word will make us happy because it is God who makes us happy.  Satan has gotten us so fooled into thinking that sin will make us happy, but all that is is lust…which is never ever satisfied.  All we want is more, and we’re never fulfilled.  But God is giving us a way out of the pit, out of the life of unsatisfaction, and He’s showing us the way of happiness…and its obeying His Word.
