 12Since we have such a hope,(T) we are very bold, 13not like Moses,(U) who would put a veil over his face so that the Israelites might not gaze at the outcome of what was being brought to an end. 14But(V) their minds were(W) hardened. For to this day,(X) when they read(Y) the old covenant, that same veil remains unlifted, because only through Christ is it taken away. 15Yes, to this day whenever Moses is read a veil lies over their hearts. 16But when(Z) one[d] turns to the Lord,(AA) the veil is removed. 
· We witness with boldness

· Moses did not go around boldly with the glory of God

· People can see it on your face

· Peoples hearts are hardened

· They cannot see Jesus in the Old Testament

· They see principles

· They see people

· They see keys to good living

· People still live as if the veil has not been removed

· Judaism – No Jesus

· Legalism – Work your way to God

· Moralism – Just be good, and God will love you
17Now the Lord[e] is the Spirit, and where(AB) the Spirit of the Lord is, there is(AC) freedom. 18And we all, with unveiled face,(AD) beholding(AE) the glory of the Lord,[f](AF) are being transformed into the same image(AG) from one degree of glory to another. For this comes from the Lord who is the Spirit.
· When they see Christ, the veil is removed!

· When you are really saved, your eyes and face is unveiled, and you are being transformed into the glory of Christ!
2 Corinthians 4

The Light of the Gospel

 1Therefore, having(AH) this ministry(AI) by the mercy of God,[g] we do not lose heart. 2But we have renounced(AJ) disgraceful, underhanded ways. We refuse to practice cunning or(AK) to tamper with God’s word, but(AL) by the open statement of the truth(AM) we would commend ourselves to everyone’s conscience in the sight of God. 
· Evangelism is our ministry given to us by God’s mercy

· Don’t lose heart.  Don’t get frustrated or timid.

· The true Christians are the ones who have turned away from disgraceful actions, underhanded ways of life.  We’re aren’t trying to be smarter than God or change His Word.  

· But we are people of good consciences.  We have nothing to hide!  We openly talk about God’s Word with boldness! 
3And even(AN) if our gospel is veiled,(AO) it is veiled only to(AP) those who are perishing. 4In their case(AQ) the god of this world(AR) has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing(AS) the light of(AT) the gospel of the glory of Christ,(AU) who is the image of God. 
· But its true.  The gospel of Christ is veiled/hidden to the dying

· How?  Satan has blinded them from seeing the blinding light of the glory of Christ!

· The contact in my eye. The contact is our sin.

· He is the image of God!

· They can’t yet see the very purpose of the entire universe!

· Sixth Sense: I see dead people, but they don’t know they’re dead.

5For what(AV) we proclaim is not ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, with(AW) ourselves as your servants[h] for Jesus’ sake. 6For God, who said,(AX) "Let light shine out of darkness,"(AY) has shone in our hearts to give(AZ) the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
· Here’s what we talk about most.  Here’s what we say that life truly is all about.  We don’t proclaim ourselves.  We don’t just talk about ourselves all the time.  We talk about Jesus Christ as Lord!

· We do this because we trust the God who created light out of darkness (Genesis 1).  He has given light to our hearts.

· God created the light.

· Jesus healed the blind.

· God has created the light of Christ in our hearts at salvation.

· Jesus has healed our spiritual blindness so that we can now see His glory, His awesomeness.

· We have the light of the knowledge of the glory of God.  We know God.  We see the light.  And its all in the face of Jesus Christ.
