Truth:
Background: There is a STORY behind the existence of Angels, Satan, and 
Demons that will help make sense of it all. (Genesis 1-3, Revelation 12:1-12)



There are so many wrong thoughts on angels, Satan, and demons.  

Where they come from.  What they are like.  What they do.  Etc.


Angels: God created the entire angelic realm to WORSHIP Him while He created 
everything else.  God created the light before the sun.  (Genesis 1:1-3 and Job 
38:6-7)

Like the angels, you are created as a worshiper to worship Jesus alone!


Satan: Lucifer was a high ranking angel of God who fell and became Satan 
because of His pride. (Garden of Eden, jealous of Jesus’ fame, tried to take 
away the “son of God”) (Revelation 12:7-12, Genesis 3:1-6, 1 Tim 3:6, Isa 
14:12-15, Eze 28:12-19)



We picture Satan as the red dude with horns, a pitchfork, and evil grin



What we will study about Satan.  What he is like, looks like, does, etc.



Like Satan, we all want to live for our own glory rather than for Jesus.


Demons:  ONE-THIRD of the angels fell and became evil because they 
followed Satan. (Revelation 12:1-9, Jude 6)



What we will study about demons.  What they’re like, look like, do, etc.



Like the demons, we have followed after Satan than after Jesus.
