OT:
Haggai 1:1 - The Prequel to the Story

Babylon defeated Judah in 586 BC under Nebuchadnezzar


Persia defeated Babylon in 536 BC under Cyrus.


Cyrus gave permission for Israelites to return home to rebuild temple/land.


Zerubbabel only led 50,000 Israelites back in return (Ezra led 2,000 later)


Darius took over for Cyrus, and Haggai is the prophet during the time of Ezra.

Understand the Temple Historically


God told them to make the temple the PRIORITY.


The Theology of the Temple


How do we understand the temple theologically?  


Jesus (John 1:14), the Church (1 Peter 2:4-5), the Christian (1 Cor 6:18-20)


How do we make the temple a priority? By making Jesus, the church, and the 
purity of our bodies the priority in our lives!  God is not looking to make His Son 
or His church or your personal holiness a priority in your life, instead He’s making 
them THE priority in your life!
