OT:
Person and Context of Malachi.  Thought it was the end.  Romans 5:6


Back in the land from exile.  Temple is rebuilt.  Sacrifices are reinstated.  Looks 
like the new beginning.  But there is still a huge problem...sin is still in the land.  
God ends this book and the Old Testament in an unfinished way. 

Truth:
Old Testament is about Love. (1:2)

2. God's Love for His Son
3. God’s Love for His People
4. Our love for God
5. Over love toward each other

Old Testament is about Worship. (1:6-8)  (Romans 12:1-2)


Old Testament is Raw. (2:1-4)


Old Testament is about Marriage (2:10-12)



Huge theme in Scripture.  Reflection of the Gospel.  Dating reflects it.


Old Testament is about our Sin (3:8-12)


Old Testament is about Eternity. (3:16-4:3)
