The Salvation Army Angels Guidelines/Suggestions

Make sure you know the age and gender of your angel. The pink is a girl and the blue angel is a boy. 

Your Angel has listed items that he/she would like. You are not required to purchase all the items listed. You are welcome to purchase as many items as you like for your angel.

If you buy a bike, please also purchase a helmet. State law requires that all children under 16 wear a bike helmet when riding.

Please only give new gifts; nothing used. 
Do not forget the batteries.

Please do not wrap the gifts. It might get torn in handling. They also go through the gifts to make sure the gifts are age appropriate.

Normally you cannot include personal notes with the gifts, but we got permission to do this. Please write notes/cards of encouragement and sharing the Gospel. DO NOT put your last name, phone number, address, email, or any other way that they can contact you personally. 
Label EACH gift with the ID number. We will put them in a bag (also labeled with the ID number) to transport. This way the child will get everything that you have bought for him/her. Do not write on the gift itself; use masking tape or a label. Please write big so that it is easily seen. This helps when it gets to the distribution center.

We got special permission to turn ours in late, so please bring everything to the Christmas Party on December 14. Everything has to be taken to their distribution center the next day. 

Restaurant gift cards and Itunes gift cards can be given as gifts as well.
