Vintage 21 Video on Sin.  

Need:
Vintage 21 Jesus Video - We think Jesus can be so cynical with our sin.


We think that God runs away from us when we sin. We’re more like a wobbly 
baby who’s daddy runs to us when we fall!  And there is HOPE!


What is temptation?  It is not sin.  It is an invitation to disobey Jesus.


James 1:13...  Temptation is like Satan baiting a hook. Me getting hooked twice.


1 John 2:15.  Lust of the Flesh.  Lust of the Eyes.  Pride of Life.


What is sin?  Sin is anything that brings shame to the name of Jesus.


We don’t understand Jesus and temptation very well.


FOLLOWING JESUS.  Creeping on Him.  Stalking Him.  Most defining series.

Was Jesus tempted to sin?  Vote.  Yes and No.  Tempted to eat. Not to disobey.

Why couldn’t Jesus sin?  Because He’s God.  Why didn’t Jesus sin?  Different!



2 Different reasons.  Like the swimmer.


Jesus remained fully God but lived as a human being. Jesus was tempted more!


Your greatest nightmare is often your greatest temptation and sin.  


Your greatest dream is often your greatest temptation and sin.


When was the last time you were tempted with sin? Everyone is tempted. 

Text:
Jesus is retracing the steps of OT Israel as The Righteous One!


Jesus is the 2nd Adam.  Adam and Eve were FULL & tempted in the Garden.


OT Israelites proclaimed as God’s Son and tempted thru the desert for 40 days.


David was anointed as King of Israel and led into wilderness for battle.


Jesus is the second Adam. The Son of God. And baptizeed-anointed King led 
into wilderness for temptation and battle.


Luke 4:1-2.  Full of the Holy Spirit.  From the Jordan.  Led by the Spirit.  
Wilderness for 40 days.  Ate nothing and hungry!  Many theological and OT 
themes here!  Satan had been tempting Jesus for the last 40 days. Last resort!


Luke 4:3-4.  If you are the Son of God.  Satan is sneaky. Doubt. Questioning.


Command this stone to become bread.  Lust of the Flesh.  I want to FEEL that!


Satan is tempting Jesus’ good desire for PLEASURE. 


Satan goes after Jesus’ most basic need.


Jesus wanted bread.  But Jesus would not disobey God and obey Satan to get it.


These are sins of feeling, pleasure, etc.  Drugs, Sex, Alcohol. Eating. Gaming. 


Comfort-Laziness. Privacy. Lack of Stress. Freedom. Drama.


How did Jesus resist the PLEASURE temptation? He was actively studying 
Scripture.  He was memorizing Scripture.  He could recall specific Scripture.  


Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every Word that proceeds out of the 
mouth of God.  This Scripture from Deuteronomy 8:3 is telling the Israelites what 
they should have learned while in the wilderness.  Even the desire, craving, and 
need for food is not nearly as important as God’s Word!  Satan is going after 
Jesus’ most basic desire...eating!  Jesus will not take the bait.  John 4:30 - It is 
my food to do my Father’s will.  We see here that Jesus is even able to discern a 
good desire at the wrong time and from the wrong giver is sin.  Sex is a good 
desire.  But sexual activity at the wrong time and in the wrong situation is always 
sin.  By studying Scripture, we should be able to discern that.  To spend time with 
people, have a great time, laugh, and enjoy each other is a good desire.  But 
partying it up with alcohol illegally in the woods or without permission in your 
friends house while the parents are gone is sin.  We need to discern this!  Satan 
often takes good desires and turns them into wicked temptations so that we use 
God’s good against His own glory.


Verses to memorize: 2 Tim 2:22 - Flee youthful lusts. 1 Thess 4:3 - God’s will to 
abstain from sexual sin.  Eph 5:18 - Don’t get drunk with wine but be filled with 
the Spirit. James 1:2 - Consider it joy when you go thru trials. Deut 8:3, man does 
not live by bread alone but by every Word from God.  Job 31:1 - I make a 
covenant with my eyes never to look lustfully upon a woman.


Luke 4:5-8.  Satan shows all the kingdom of the world and offered their authority 
and glory to Jesus.  It had been given to him by Adam when Adam worshiped 
him over God.  Satan offers it to anyone who will worship Him.  Luke 9:25, “What 
does it profit a man to gain the whole world but lose his soul?” 


Satan goes after Jesus’ biggest desire ever!  He goes all out! 


This is the Lust of the Eyes.  I want to HAVE that.  These are TREASURES.  


From His active study in Scripture, Jesus battles back the sword of the Spirit with 
Deuteronomy 6:13, “You shall worship the Lord your God, and him only shall you 
serve.” 


Jesus is calling Satan out.  I know what you’re doing.  You’re making think all I 
have to do is worship and you’ve give me everything.  But instead, I’m giving you 
all of me and getting hell!  Jesus is saying that He will not trade His worship for 
treasure.  Every opportunity to sin is a decision in worship.  Will you worship God 
or Satan?  


The obvious sins of TREASURE are materialism like technology, cars, clothes...


The overarching treasures are people (group, relationship, friendship, control) 
and things.  What could you not live without? What do you hope will never be 
taken from you? What do you want most and willing to work the hardest for?


What Scriptures can you memorize for the TREASURE temptations?  Philippians 
4:12-13 - I know what it feels like to have nothing and everything. I can be 
content in Christ!  Luke 9:25 - What does it profit a man if he gains the whole 
world and loses his own soul?  Matthew 6:19 - Store up your treasures in 
heaven, not earth.


Luke 4:9-12.  Satan then took him to the pinnacle of the Temple in Jerusalem.  If 
you are the Son of God (taunting Him), then prove it by throwing yourself down 
from here.  Nobody believes you, Jesus.  You’re not really God’s Son.  He throws 
the Bible at Him.  Its a religious temptation!  Psalm 91:11-12.  God will command 
His angels to protect you.  You aren’t God’s Son.  We all know it.  That’s why you 
won’t do it.  So prove it!  Satan is throwing everything at Him.  This is his last 
attempt.  


Listen to how Jesus responds from Deuteronomy 6:16.  “You shall not put the 
Lord your God to the test.” Jesus isn’t saying to Satan to not test Him (even tho 
that definitely applies), but rather Jesus is saying He doesn’t need to test God, 
His Father.  He already trusts Him!  If God has revealed to Him that He is His 
Son...then He is!  God will prove to everyone that He is the Messiah.  God will 
work it all out in His time and by His will!  


This is the PRIDE of life.  PLEASURE, TREASURE, PRIDE. I want to BE that!


Obvious PRIDE sins: popularity, arrogance, bragging, intelligence, looks, sports...


Less obvious: religiousness, achievement, approval, irreligion, inner ring, image, 
power, and control.  


You need to allow Jesus to say through you: I won’t test God’s forgiveness.  I 
won’t test God’s mercy.  I don’t need to test God’s promises or His grace.  I know 
who I am.  I know He’s the truth teller and you’re the liar.  Your temptations won’t 
make me happy, won’t give me joy, won’t complete me in satisfaction, and won’t 
deliver what you say they will.  I will be more miserable, more unsatisfied, under 
the bondage of sin, and worshiping you rather than worshiping Him.  So take 
your freakin sin and shove it, Satan!


PRIDE verses: John 3:30 - He must increase, and I must decrease. Philippians 
2:11 - Every knee should bow and tongue confess that Christ is Lord.  James 4:6 
- God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.  James 4:10 - Humble 
yourself, and God will exalt you.

PWR:
Jesus is fully God but lived His life as fully man and completely obedient.


Jesus resisted every single temptation that Satan hurled at Him.


Jesus’ obedience gave Him His powerful ministry and holy sacrificial death.


Jesus’ obedience gave Him the right to raise from the dead as victor over sin.


We respond with faith and repentance.  Faith in Jesus that He’s better than sin.


Repentance from sin by turning away and never going back.  There’s not one 
temptation that Satan throws at you that you can’t resist.  Though you’ll never be 
perfect.



Story:
Like the Thanksgiving feast.  You’re not repentant.  You’re just full!

How to resist tempation like Jesus, through Jesus, and for Jesus


1 Corinthians 10:31.  There is always a way out. No temptation you can’t 
resist!


1 - Be saved and in a growing relationship with Jesus.


2 - Be actively studying Scripture and memorizing Scripture.


3 - Be honest with your small group and closest friends about tempation.


4 - Distance yourself from the sin, and it will become wrong to you again.


5 - Grow in your worship of Jesus, and sin won’t be nearly as tempting.
