I am writing you this quick letter to inform you of a great opportunity coming up soon.  On Saturday, January 28 at 11am, our CBSM high schoolers have an opportunity to hear from Lynn Caffery.  She is the director of “The Studio” in Huntsville that reaches out to teenagers in Madison County who are living on the streets.  She and her ministry are mainly targeting teens who have been “trafficked.”  It is unbelievable for me to learn how many trafficked teenagers there are in northern Alabama.  She has told me that they have ministered to over 1,000 trafficked teenagers in the past year and have reached over 10 teenagers right off the streets and living with them in The Studio now.  

Teenage trafficking is criminal activity where people lure homeless or rebellious teenagers, fly them to a specific city, and use them for drug and sex purposes.  Again, it is alarming to learn how many trafficked teens we have living in our region for those purposes.  

CBSM wants to do whatever we can to support Lynn Caffery and her efforts to minister to these teens and stop the teenage trafficking in our area.  We want to hear her testimony and vision on Saturday the 28th, collect items for the teens that they are reaching, and do whatever we can to minister to these teenagers who need the love and grace of Jesus so badly.

I can promise you that Lynn’s talk is not for shock value nor will it be extremely edgy.  She is wanting to spread awareness of what is happening all around us, and how we can help.  I’m encouraging all of our high schoolers to come for more awareness on this ministry so that we can pray, give, and serve.  And of course, all of you parents are invited to this event as well.  I’m sure we’ll need many of you to help out in this ministry.
